PERSONAL AND PSYCHOANALYTICAL REFLECTIONS

This conference will explore the personal and social dimension of ‘the Other’.  Our keynote speaker, Dr David Hewison will deliver the opening lecture, based on his paper entitled:  “When the Good ‘Other’ Turns Bad: Reflections on Difficulties in Relating across Difference”.
He will trace his theme through two relationships: Freud and Jung; and his own work with a couple in psycho-analytic psychotherapy. His paper will be followed by small group discussions to end the morning.  

In the afternoon, the morning’s themes will form the basis for further presentations and explorations. This will include an analysis of the role of culture in enabling, or disabling us in our search for our ‘unknown selves’. The afternoon will end with a plenary discussion.
