This forthcoming MLPC lecture is a personal account of a two-year research on the multilingual experience in psychotherapy, which Cédric undertook as his final assignment for his psychotherapy studies. Focusing his story on his personal experience, and illustrating it with material from interviews and his clinical practice, he describes how different languages help to manifest and manage deep and wide rifts in the self. Cédric offers some bearings for psychotherapists who wish to bring harmony to the different voices on either side of these rifts by exploring how this project affected the lives and therapeutic practices of its participants, including his own.

Cédric Bouët-Willaumez trained as a psychotherapist at the Centre for Counselling and Psychotherapy Education in London, where he runs a French and English bilingual practice. He is an associate coach with a leadership development consultancy, where he also works in two languages. Cédric was born and raised in Paris, and has been in London since 1996.
