Breaks the silence of being a German in England

In this forthcoming MLPC lecture Giselle China gives a personal account of the historical, social and emotional taboos of a German immigrant of the post war second-generation, their effect on identity and sense of belonging; the role played by both language and languages, including the language of music. It is about speaking with a voice that not only defines the immigrant, but also makes possible the remembering, the re-translating.

Giselle is a psychoanalytic psychotherapist in private practice, a training supervisor and a musician. She grew up in Germany where she graduated in languages, linguistics and philosophy. In England she taught languages initially, subsequently training as a counsellor and finally as a psychoanalytic psychotherapist. She is very interested in the issues of culture and language.
