In this forthcoming MLPC lecture Gloria Ogunbadejo reflects on the formative experiences in her journey from her homeland in Nigeria to the UK.  How do the feelings of identity and comfort sit next to each other in our search for an inner and outer connection?  ‘The issues of loss and bereavement, pain and trauma have resonated tremendously throughout the many years of working with refugees and asylum seekers where it has made it possible for me to manage my own trauma, pain and unresolved grief’.  She goes on to ask ‘Why have I chosen to live in this country?  Why have I chosen to take on this work? Why have I struggled to accept my own identity? 

Gloria started her career in business management and radio and tv journalism and eventually trained as a Psychoanalytic Psychotherapist at Westminster Pastoral Foundation.  She worked at the African Women’s Development Charity for ten years followed by a number of years working at the Women’s Therapy Centre and The Medical Foundation.   She currently works at MIND as a mental health advocate.
