In this forthcoming MLPC lecture Yoav describes his experience of moving his clinical practice from Israel to London and the linguistic and cultural discoveries he made in this process.  ‘The change of language can be thought of as not only involving loss and adjustment or disruption and continuity but also as a new way of communicating with oneself and with one’s clients.’ Using clinical vignettes Yoav will also look at issues of identity, otherness and alienation and how translation can help make sense of and validate one’s experience.

Yoav Landau-Pope trained as a Clinical Psychologist and supervisor in Israel and is a Chartered member of the British Psychological Society.  He holds a postgraduate diploma in organizational development and has in the last 20 years worked in public and voluntary sector settings and in private practice.   Yoav has a special interest in psychodynamic psychotherapy and community based mental health recovery and rehabilitation for people with severe mental health problems.  Yoav is currently Director of Clinical Services at the Medical Foundation for the Care of Victims of Torture.
